Regulation of involving citizens in the decisions-making process in secondary schools in Rayon Soroca


School is the institution where all of us exist...

· Children education is provided by parents and educators through cooperation, mutual help and involvement, assisting each other. 

· Parents represent a large and important part of the civil society, because they apply diverse professions and activate in the economic, social and cultural life, etc.

· Tackling the educational process, parents do not limit to matters strictly related to their child education, but they are interested in a qualitative education. 

· The pupil should be treated wholly, in terms of the local school and educational environment, where the pupil should be included into the socio-educational and socio-professional well-organized backgrounds.

· A real partnership, based on the unconditional support, must be between family and school.

· Parents can manage different problems, based on their skills, specialize, experiences in various fields: art, culture, economics, science, applicative domains, etc.

Citizens have to: 

1. To amplify the effects of the crossing difficult times we confront in the learning process.

2. To manage to get involved in schools management, according to the European model. 

3. To be able to take an active role within the school: assessing and monitoring the education quality, selecting and evaluating teachers. 

4. To provide fundraising activities for the schools benefit, involving the schools in sustainable partnership projects that would help to optimize the educational process. 

5. To build viable issues within the partnerships relations and not to destroy them.

6. To contest globally if something does not work punctually. 

7. To understand, that a system reform needs time to implement a systemic and positive conception – cooperation shared by the entire major actors of interest: school, parents, public administration and interested community stakeholders. 

8. To understand that the common interest is to become beneficiaries of a qualitative, efficient and equitable education, within a healthy and public educational system, based on the ideas understood, agreed and undertaken by all the people.


Parents’ representatives in relation with all the parts involved in the children educational process refers to:

· Building an educational partnership with the Ministry of Education, schools, local and central communities, trade unions for the modernization, efficiency, effectiveness, qualitative development and permanent improvement of education, in dependence on the European Union standards and national society traditions, in the interests of the secondary school children.

· Supporting and promoting the interests of the Parents' Associations in relations with the Ministry of Education and Research, School Inspectorates, local and central Administrations, educational trade unions, other national/international organizations and civil society. 

· Enabling parents to participate setting the educational programs and projects, the diversified business opportunities for school development. 

· Ensuring an educational environment required for a successful education through stable contact with central and local administrations, as regards the administrative economic and security measures of the children attending the secondary schools. 

· Achieving a stronger connectivity of the secondary schools with the local community, civil society, governmental and non-governmental organizations and media, in order to increase the quality of children’s civic education. 

· Participating with the Ministry of Education and its representatives to assess the high schools.

· Supporting the children’s initiatives and projects, including those relating to the development of practical sills, which increase intelligence and protect the young values. 

· Identifying and participating at projects with parents, pupils and teachers. 

It is necessary to support and promote the initiatives, projects, studies and success methodologies of the Parents' Associations, the Parents’ Representatives Committees, of children and teachers, aimed to direct the education of the Republic of Moldova to the level of competence and application required by the modern society.


The major objectives for citizens’ involving in the decision-making process are:

1. To become real, equal and sustainable partners with the trade unions and civil society involved in education. To give the necessary and required support to children for their better future.

2. To develop friendly policies, to improve legislative, regulatory and organizational backgrounds of education and instruction.

3. To develop an appropriate institutional background for providing access to a largest number of children to information and services about the qualitative educational and leisure time, in order to improve the level of their development, health, participation and protection.

4. Stimulating / encouraging and creating opportunities for the active participation of pupils in the decisions-making process on personal, social and community level. Developing active citizenship.

5. Developing the human resources capacities, preparing and training the professionals to work with pupils.

6. Developing the socio-educational viable partnership between state structures, educational institutions, civil society, donors, family and children/pupils.

7. Supporting education and training sessions by various institutions/organizations.

8. Sensibly on the decision-making process the decisional factors at central and local levels of the educational institutions, civil society, donor community and parents.

9. Establishing coordinative mechanisms for multilateral development, health protection, pupils’ involvement stimulation and support at national and local levels.

10. Delimitating powers and responsibilities of central and local public administration for providing equal opportunities to support qualitative education.

11. Adjusting the national legislation, the instructions and regulations on education at the European and international models.

12. Developing national and local network of information, consultation, reference and multi-disciplinary coordination in educational issues.

13. Creating conditions for cooperation of children / parents and Pupils’ Associations with governmental structures and school administrative staff. Providing access to children/pupils in making decisions on the matters affecting them directly.

14. Developing clear mechanisms that would enhance cooperation between youth NGOs and educational institutions.

15. Strengthening the partnership between public institutions and civil society in developing education through voluntary activities.

16. Mobilize all the local resources (local authorities, schools, churches, private sector institutions and NGOs, etc.) to optimize the access of children/pupils to information, services, leisure, quality education and decision making.


Citizens who can participate in decision-making process regarding education, instruction and educational institutions

· Children and their parents.

· People who are directly involved in the educational process (professionals working with and for children, and offering educational services: leaders, form masters, class teachers, young workers, educators, trainers, psychologists, lawyers, social assistants).

· Directors, assistant managers, form masters, NGOs coordinators.

· Civil society (national and local NGOs, local Councils of Children and Youth, Youth Resource Center, initiative groups working for young people).

· Any other person who is not in any way related to the educational system, but who contributes to the learning, teaching and educational process of children.

Decisions and decision-making process is focused on the fundamental rights of children/pupils (information, free expression of opinion, education, health, participation, friendly services, social integration and economic opportunities, etc.)

 A correct decision facilitates the improvement of the qualitative life and pupils’ development by forming them knowledge, attitudes, skills and, what is more important - behavior to cope with life risks, challenges, choices and opportunities. A correct decision facilitates the new opportunities, support and experience for learning, self-determination, self-instruction, self-realization and the own dignity perception. Pupils, parents, teachers make an important accent on the mentioned values, which are fundamental for social development. 

Children, including the adolescents, should be able to exercise their right to express their opinions, able to develop their self-esteem, to acquire knowledge and skills, such as: to settle conflicts, to make decisions and to communicate, to meet the life challenges and collaborate with the adults.
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
