CODE OF ETHICS FOR PARENTS IN HIGH SCHOOLS 
SCHOOL RELATIONS 


School, heads of methodical committees and all the teachers designated by the educational institution have the major responsibility for maintaining the permanent relations with the parents.


At the beginning of each school year, the form masters are required within two weeks to arrange the General Assembly with the parents in order to establish the Parents’ Committees in every class. The Parents’ Committees are selected by vote, by simple majority, and these Committees are composed of at least three members. The Parents’ Committees meet whenever is necessary, at the President or form master’s request. At the beginning of the school year, the school director arranges the General Assembly for selecting the representatives of the Council of Parents. The Council of Parents is composed of as many members, as many classes are in the school. So there is active per one member in each class (the president, the vice president, the cashier and other members) and a revision commission, made up of at least three members who control the financial activity of the Council. The President of the Parents’ Council also represents the parents on the Directors’ school Board. The activity of the Parents’ Council is recorded in a special register. 


Parents’ Committee and Parents’ Council have the following powers:

· Support the school leadership in maintenance, development and modernization of the material conditions.

· Support the form masters in the instructive–educational activity, improving the frequency, advice and social-professional orientation of the pupils.

· Collaborate with the governmental and nongovernmental organizations on specific issues.

· Support the extra-curricular activities of the educational institution.

· Have the initiative and are involved to improve the learning conditions.

· Attract the natural and juridical persons, those who can contribute and support financially the programs of modernizing the material basis of the school. 

· May propose additional options to the class.


Educational partnership


The parents of the pupils are invited to get involved in the activities organized by the school, to make proposals for improving the quality of their children’s education, to be familiar and to respect the provisions of the partnership agreement with the school. 

· The parents of the pupils represent equal partners in the educational process. They participate in the educational policy-making process directly and also by their representatives. 

· The Parents’ Committee is constituted at the class level and is composed of 3-5 members from which: a president, a cashier and a secretary. 

· The Parents’ Committee has a register for its activity evidence.

· The Class Parents’ Committees helps and collaborates with the Teachers’ Council to achieve the educational standards. 

· The Parents’ Committees reports their activity to the other parents during the class meetings.

· The Parents Representatives Council is constituted in each of the educational institutions, being formed from the representatives of the Class Parents’ Committees.

· The Parents’ Council operates on the basis of the Regalement.

· The Parents’ Representatives Council involves in developing the local school policy that meets the government school policy. 

· The Parents’ Representatives Council is led by a committee of 5-7 members from which: the president, 2 vice presidents, the secretary, the director of the institution and its members. 

· The Parents’ Representatives Council offers details on their activity to the parents, presenting annual reports to them.

· Correct institution management develops the partnership relations with the local public administration, district administration, local county and national community and businesses, NGOs, other schools, Pupils’ Club, etc. These relations have the aim to offer information about the educational school offers that shall meet the requirements of the labour market and of local communities. 

· At the same time, these relationships need to attract extra-budgetary resources for a proper functioning of the teaching-leaning process.

· On the basis of the internal regulation of the educational unit, the Director signs a school-family partnership agreement with the parent/pupil. 

· The educational institution should find extra-budgetary resources (from donations, sponsorship, providing services, office rental and other legal activities), which can bring benefits to the school. 

· School activity is conducted under the rules part of this Regulation.


Class Parents’ Committee 


Class Parents’ Committee members are selected each year at the General Assembly of the class parents. The General Assembly is convened by the teacher/form master, who chairs the meeting. The General Assembly convocation for selecting the Class Parents’ Committee takes place within 30 days of the school year starting. The Class Parents’ Committee is composed of three persons: a president and two members. The form master convenes the General Assembly of the parents at the beginning of each semester and at the end of the school year. Moreover, the form master or the president of the Class Parents’ Committee may organize a General Assembly of the parents whenever necessary. The Class Parents’ Committee represents the interests of the parents and their pupils at the Parents Representative Council, Teachers’ Council and Class Council.

Class Parents’ Committee has the following powers:

· Supports the teachers/form masters to attract all the school age children in the obligatory education process and to improve their school frequency.

· Supports the school and the form master in the counselling activity and the social-professional integration of the graduates.

· Supports the teacher/form master in the extra-school activities development; 

· Has the initiative and involves to improve the pupils’ learning conditions;

· Draws the natural and juridical persons, who can contribute and support financially the programs of modernizing the material conditions in the school; 

· Supports the school leadership for maintenance, development and modernization of the material conditions.


The Class Parents’ Committee keeps in touch with the school, through the form master/ the class teacher. At the General Assembly, The Class Parents’ Committee also may propose, if necessary, a minimum amount that the parents may contribute for the class or the school material basis maintenance, development and improvement. This contribution is not obligatory, and its failure cannot limit, in any case, the pupils to exercise their rights stipulated in this regulation and legal provisions in power.


Aid contribution may be collected and administered only by the Parents’ Committee, without the teachers’ involvement. It is prohibited to involve the pupils collecting funds. The form master/class teacher is forbidden to operate with these funds. 


The funds of the Parents’ Committee are spent on its own initiative or at the form master, class teacher or director’s proposal.


Class or school sponsoring does not involve any additional rights for certain pupils. The school or the parents cannot initiate any discussion with the pupils in order to collect or administrate the funds collected by the Parents’ Committee. 

Parents’ Representative Council / Parents’ Association


Parents’ Representative Council activates in every school. This Council is composed of the presidents of the Class Parents’ Committees. 


Parents’ Representative Council designates its representatives for governing in the school bodies and decides its constitution in the association with legal power, according to the official regulations. 


Parents' Association is organized and operated in accordance with the internal Regalement rules/the statute of the association and has the following powers: 

· Supports the school in providing consultations, social-professional and social integration activities for the graduators;
· Proposes the measures for pupils’ schooling in the compulsory education;
· Proposes the potential disciplines and areas to study in the school curriculum to the educational institutions; 
· Identifies the extra-budgetary funding sources and proposes to the Administrative Board to use them;
· Supports the educational partnerships between the schools and the institutions with the educational role;
· Supports the schools in the programs running, preventing and combating early school abandon at the local level; 
· Is concerned with the protection, promotion and awareness of cultural traditions specific to minorities, with the  development of multiculturalism and the cultural dialogue at the local level;
· Supports the school in the development of the annual festivity;

· Sustains the school leadership to organize and carry out the consultations with the parents on the educational issues; 
· Works with the committees of the minors’ protection, with the guardianship authority bodies or NGOs in order to improve the situation of the pupils who need support; 
· Supports the school leadership for maintenance and modernization of material conditions; 
· Has the initiatives and is involved in improving the life quality and the pupils’ activity. 

The Class Parents’ Committees/ Parents’ Representative Council/Parents’ Association can attract extra-budgetary financial resources, as contributions, donations, sponsorships, etc. originated from the country or foreign legal or natural persons, which will be used for: 

· Modernization and maintenance of the school property, the material and sports goods;
· Awarding prizes to the pupils;
· Supporting financially some extracurricular activities;
· Offering financial or material support to the children from social vulnerable families;
· Other activities important for the school process development and which are approved by the General Assembly of Parents.

Teachers do not operate with these funds. The collected funds are spent only by the decision of the parents’ organizations, on their own initiative or at the consultation with the Administrative Board of the school. 


The General Assembly of the Parents’ Association of the school establishes the amount of money that can always be available to the Parents’ Representative Council and can be used for emergencies, at the school Administrative Board request.
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
